Shooting Order: 
 

The 2 longest distances of the FITA and of the Metric rounds will 
be shot in ends of 6 arrows on a 122cm face, within a timed period 

of 4 minutes. 
 

The 2 shortest distances of the FITA and of the Metric rounds will 
be shot in ends of 3 arrows on 80cm face, within a timed period of 

2 minutes. 
 

The Burntwood round will be shot within the same time periods as 
above but at 30 metres and on a different face for each distance – 

40cm, 60cm, 80cm & 122cm respectively. 
 

Visually impaired archers must produce a certificate of sight 
classification on the day. 

 
Refreshments will be on sale through out the day. 

 
GNAS cards must be shown on the day.
